Supercup grid, the premier support race for FIA Formula
One World Championship.

Heimgartner and Dylan O'Keeffe, who have all gone on to
succeed at the highest levels of the sport both locally and
internationally.

And we don't anticipate this success will end here as there
are many talented, young racing drivers currently scaling
the Porsche Motorsport Pyramid with their sights set on an
international career with Porsche.

Attracting the best Pro and Pro-Am
sports car drivers from the Australasian
region, Porsche Paynter Dixon Carrera
Cup is the premier one-make
championship in Australia with drivers
competing in identical Porsche 911
GT3 Cup (991 Gen II) race cars.

Carrera Cup races across the country at
the biggest motorsport events in
Australasia, delivering market leading
event attendees, broadcast reach, and
premium experiences for all drivers,
teams and partners involved.

Born on the 911 production line in
Stuttgart, the second-generation 991-
series 911 race car was introduced to
the series in 2018, offering improved
performance and safety over its
predecessor. Its impact drew huge
interest globally with healthy fields and
intense competition featuring across all
classes.

This too was evident in Australia where
the breadth and quality of competition

has set the standard for one-make
competition since its debut. The new
992 generation 911 GT3 Cup car will
make its Australian debut in Porsche
Paynter Dixon Carrera Cup in 2022.

The 2021 Carrera Cup season promises
to be the biggest on record as the series
remains the primary support category
for  the  Australian Supercars
Championship, providing its teams and
drivers extensive track time that is
unparalleled to any other support
category in Australia.

Carrera Cup is due to start their 2021
season at Sandown International
Raceway in March, before attending the
marquee rounds of the Repco Australia
Supercars  Championship throughout
the year.

The final round again will be at the
Surfers Paradise Street Circuit on the
Gold Coast of Queensland in early
December.

Carrera Cup will be more visible than
ever in 2027 with every race live, in HD
and ad break-free on Fox Sports and
Kayo Sports. Channel Seven will be the
free-to-air broadcast partner for the
Supercars Championship in 2027, while
Channel Ten will be the broadcast
partner for the Australian Grand Prix.

RACE FORMATS

The number, length and format of track sessions shall ultimately be negotiated between Porsche Cars Australia and the Event
Organiser prior to a Round of the Series and shall be advised in the relevant Supplementary/Further Supplementary Regulations
issued prior to each Event.

Generally, the format for a 3-day Round of the Series shall be as follows:

Practice - A minimum of thirty (30) minutes of practice time.
Qualifying - A minimum of twenty (20) minutes of qualifying time.
Races - A minimum of seventy (70) minutes of race time shall be scheduled at each Round of the Series

as detailed in the relevant Supplementary Regulations.

At the front of the Carrera Cup Australia field will be drivers
competing in the Mobil Pro class. Consisting of some of the
country's best sports car drivers, the Mobil Pro class is for
experienced drivers, many of whom have had, or have an ambition
to forgea professional motor racing career.

PRO-AM

Carrera Cup Australia is just as much about the Pro-Am racer as it
is of the drivers competing for outright victory.

The Pro-Am class is exclusively for semi-professional race car
drivers. These drivers do not seek to make a profession from
motor racing nor do they seek to earn an income from racing
duties. Instead, the Pro-Am racer consists of business

leaders with a willingness to race sports cars. Or more specifically,
the Porsche 911 GT3 Cup.

The Pro-Am Class Driver who accumulates the greatest number of
Pro-Am Class points at any seven (7) Rounds shall be the winner
of the Pro-Am Class. In the event that not all rounds of the Series
have been completed, the accumulated points score will be one
round less than the total completed Rounds of the Series.

ENDURANCE CUP

The Endurance Cup is a popular addition to Carrera Cup
Australia. Beginningin 2017 with a three-race series before
expanding to a six-race series in 2018 awarding both the
leading Pro and Pro-Am racers.

In 2021, the Endurance Cup will continue with eight 40 to 45
minute races across eight rounds, concluding on the streets of

Surfers Paradise at the Gold Coast 600.

At the end of the season, the drivers who

score the most championship points in both the Pro
and Pro-Am classifications from the season’s

seven Endurance Cup races will be crowned

the 2021 Endurance Cup Champions.
